INDEPENDENT INCA TRAIL
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Note: There are now even further restrictions on the number of people that can trek the Inca Trail on any given day. We recommend booking at least 3 months in advance. If looking to book the Independent Inca Trail less than 3 months in advance please email us at info@chimuadventures.com to confirm that bookings are possible.

INCA TRAIL: All meals provided on trail. We are driven from Cusco to Km 82 to commence the trail. The path involves high altitude trekking and an average fitness level or above is recommended. We use modern equipment and local, specialist guides. Porters will carry all that is required on tour, leaving you to carry your own personal belongings. Extra porters can be hired at an additional cost. 

The trail involves a spectacular ascension from high altitude mountain passes down into cloud forest. On day 4 we wake early to watch the sun rise over the ancient citadel from the "Sun Gate ", the elevated entrance to the city of Machu Picchu. Machu Picchu is world heritage listed and is known as the most important archaeological site in the Americas. 

The invading Spanish Armies never made it to Machu Picchu. It was not discovered until early in the 20th century by the explorer and adventurer Hiram Bingham.

The cost of the tour includes transportation back from Machu Picchu to Cusco via train.

The Amazon: The Amazon River is Peru is much narrower than it is downstream in Brazil. This gives a better likelihood of seeing wildlife. Witnessing the jungle was of life is an experience you’ll never forget.
