Trujillo

On the Inca Trall, all accommodation is tented. All meals are provided during
the trek. Where we use hotel accommodation, daily breakfast is provided.

Day 1- Lima: We spend the morning touring Lima, visiting sites such as the
Cathedral, Catacombs, Barranco and Museum of the Spanish Inquisition.

Day 2- Paracas - Huacachina: We visit Paracas in the morning to view the
seal colonies. We then spend the afternoon in the desert oasis town of
Huacachina, where you can take part in sand boarding or boating on the
lagoon.

Day 3 - Nazca: You may take an optional flight over the famous Nazca lines
(additional cost). The Nazca lines are giant etchings in the desert. Figures
include a hummingbird and monkey amongst other shapes. The afternoon
is spent in the fascinating museum and Inca cemetery.

Day 4 - Arequipa: Our journey continues down the spectacular Pan Americana
Highway to Arequipa, passing sheer coastal cliffs and unspoilt beaches.

Day 5 - Arequipa Free Day: Visit the UNESCO world heritage listed Santa
Catalina Monastery and the Inca ice mummy "Juanita" who was found intact
in the crater of a volcano.

Day 6 - Colca Canyon: We venture into the Andes for the first time on the
tour. We spend the night in the small town of Chivay and swim in the
magnificently set thermal baths at sunset.

Day 7 - Colca Canyon: After breakfast we watch the magnificent condor in
flight in the Colca Canyon. The Colca Canyon is the world's deepest canyon.
Travel to Puno in the evening.

Day 8 - Puno: After breakfast we spend the morning adjusting to the altitude.
In the afternoon we get the opportunity to visit the floating reed islands of
Uros to get an impression of how the local people have lived for centuries.

Day 9 - Cusco: After breakfast we begin the jaw dropping ride along the
altiplano to Cusco, the ancient capital of the Inca Empire.

DAY 10 - Cusco: Free morning. During the afternoon we take a guided bus
tour of the city, visiting the Cathedral, the rock of the 12 angles, and Inca
ruins such as Sachywayman, Kenji and Koricancha.

Day 11 - Cusco, Sacred Valley: Today we explore the "Sacred Valley of the
Incas". We stop at the village of Pisac for its famous markets or climb to the
ruins above the town. We also visit the Inca ruins of Ollantaytambo.

Days 12 - 15 - INCA TRAIL: As per Independent Inca Tralil itinerary. Alternative
accommodation is in Cusco for those not wishing to do the Inca Trail.
Day 16 - Finishes after breakfast.
