Undoubtedly one of our most popular tours. With current legislation in Peru the
Inca trail now fills up months in advance, especially from April to October. The
Inca trail to Machu Picchu is perhaps the most popular tourist attraction in Peru
and the highlight of many peoples’ trip to South America.

We use local guides, good quality equipment and take the hassle out of the
walk! Group sizes are normally a maximum of 8 people and porters will carry
all group equipment on tour, leaving you to carry your own personal belongings
(porter’s can also be hired to carry your personal belongings). All food and
camping equipment is included in the tour price.

The invading Spanish armies never made it to Machu Picchu. It was not
discovered until early in the 20th century by the explorer and adventurer Hiram
Bingham.

The trail can be tough, but with a few days of acclimatisation most people with
an average level of fithess should be able to complete the trail. We also run a
shorter version of the trail for those on a tight schedule (2 days, 1 night).

DAY 1 — Cusco / km 82 / Huayllabamba: Pick up from your hotel to transfer by
bus to km 82 where you will arrive mid morning. The first day is quite easy and
the first few kilometres include beautiful views of the snow peaked Veronica
Mountain. The trail follows the Vilcanota River until the Archaeological Complex
of Patallacta, where we have lunch. Following lunch we continue to Huayllabamba
where we camp for the first night of the tour.

DAY 2 — Huayllabamba / Pacaymayu: After breakfast the hardest part of the trail
begins, with a steep ascent followed by 3 hours walking until we reach the first
pass, called Warmiwanusca (Dead Woman’s pass, with an approximate altitude
of 4200m). After lunch in Vizcachayoc we descend towards the camp at
Pacaymayo (altitude of 3500m) for dinner.

DAY 3 - Pacaymayu / Winayhuayna: After breakfast we ascend to the second
highest pass of the route, reaching an altitude of 3900m. We enjoy a guided
visit to the Archaeological Complex Runkray and the Inca Citadel of Sayacmarca
(altitude of 3,600m). Lunch is provided in Chagquicocha.

Following lunch, we continue walking towards Phuya Patamarka (Town in Clouds).
After a brief rest we continue walking until Winay Huayna (meaning “always
young”). Dinner and camping provided near Winay Huayna.

DAY 4 — WinRay Huayna / Machu Picchu / Cusco: After breakfast we walk for
an hour through cloud forest to the Inti Punku (Gateway of the Sun). Inti Punku
is the entrance to Machu Picchu and there are impressive panoramic views of
Machu Picchu, which we see at sunrise. Upon arrival at Machu Picchu you will
undertake a guided tour of the ruins and monuments. Sights include the Main
Square, the Circular Tower, the Sacred Solar Clock, the Royal Quarters, the
Temple of the Three Windows and the cemeteries. Free time is provided to allow
you to stroll around the Citadel before meeting the remainder of the group and
being transferred by bus to Aguas Calientes for lunch. In the afternoon we return

Important Information regarding the Inca Tralil

Note that camping locations are determined by the Machu Picchu
Management Unit and are outside the control of all operators. It is
generally uncertain which campsite will be provided until the day before
departure. Toilets and shower facilities are generally basic and outside
of Chimu Adventures or any other operator's control.

Machu Picchu has a semi-tropical climate, with warm and humid days
and cold nights. The best time to visit Machu Picchu is between May
to September.

We also run a 2 day version of this classic trek for those on a tight
timeframe (no camping).
